Planner's comments

My intention in planning the courses was to use an area that few competit-
ors would have visited in the Southern Championships in March or would visit
the next day, and so the north-eastern part of the forest contained the
majority of the controls. As the only available car parks are on the western
side of the area (permission to park on the open heath next to the start was
refused) and T did not want the shorter courses to cross the Highland Water,
the 1.5k walk from the car park to the start was inevitable.

The courses were designed to be a little shorter than is usual for a

Sunday Club event with a winning time on the A course of 50~55 minutes; the
bracken died down just in time for this to be realised. I feel that the diff-
erent planning philosophies of Lubor Velecky and myself was an added attraction
to those who competed on both days. My apologies to the dozen or so who had to
be content with hand-drawn courses on their maps; I used the numbers on the
various courses in the SUOC event last March and the SOC event in May to predict
the numbers on each course; there was more demand for the longer courses than I
expected but a lot of D and Wayfarers course maps were left over - perhaps those
who do the shorter courses regard orienteering purely as a Sunday morning sport.

Economically planned courses and overprinted maps reduced my workload
considerably. Unfortunately the heavy rain of the preceding week and on the
morning of the event, caused Highland Water to swell and for safety's sake
we decided to build an ad-hoc bridge. This, unfortunately, delayed the start,
as the crossing points had to be marked on the maps by hand, and meant that I
only had time to check 75% of the controls before the First start time. By
Sod's law, two of the remaining controls were transposed, so I must apologise
to the first few C and D course competitors.

The late start times were appreciated by those travelling a long distance
to the event, but presented problems due to the rapidly failing light end
people still out in the forest. I would recommend that in future events,
courses close at least an hour before dusk.

Planner's Comments

Fact No. l: 'It's Anderwood car park or nothing' the F.C. said.

Fact No. 2: S5.0.C. man-power is limited, hence Start and Finish must be
close to each other and, if possible, easy t® reach by cars.

Fact No. 3: there are 9 major courses to be catered for.

Fact No. 4: the only possible area that would fit in with facts 1-3 is
surrounded by fences and forest roads and is rather devoid of good
terminal features to the West.

Given these facts the planner has little choice as far as the beginnings,
the ends and the basic strategies are concerned. Given a further fact, that
the map did not live up to the claim that it was not inaccurate, several
planned legs had to be replaced by others that fell short of the ideal - a
shortcoming made worse still by the need to economise on the number of
controls for which markers were available (thank you, B.M.0.C.!) and which
the available manpower could put out. So, like life, my planning had to be
a series of compromises between what was desirable and what was possible.
All the same, one or two favourable comments have ccome my way. Obviously a
few other people share my belief that hand-rail running is a rejection-worthy
relation of orienteering (Yes, I know, I have not succeeded in stopping it
altogether) .

A comment that had been passed on to me was that root-stocks should have
been describzd . zuw' or 'small'. One half of my brain agrees with this.
The other asks, 'low big is big?'. And do we need to measure them if they
are marked on the master-maps and, where confusion is possible, described in
terms of their E,W,N,S position? For my part I have never found the information
that the control feature was & boulder 2mx3mxlm either helpful or necessary.

The 'arboreal oddity' (the mapper's phrase) on courses Cand D attracted
the comment that its specific character (a balding oak) should have been given
on the clue sheets. Again, there is something in this. However, if orient-
cering is navigating with the help of the infocrmation provided by the mapper,
I would have tnought that the orienteers who howme in on the right location
do not reguire further botanical and historical information which, of course,
might be of interest to fact-gatherers.

But enough of apologies, explanations and debates. If nothing more
was added, the fact that planning a major event can be great fun could be
concealed. Thank you, all of you, who made it possible for me to have this
enjoyable experience and who put up with my learning the job by doing it! And,
Thank you, R.0.C. and B.M.0.C., for lending us some of your punches! Aand,
above .1l, my thanks are due to Mike Tween for his care and generous help.

Controllers Comments

Another 'Classic' has now come and gone, This is an event I especially enjoy,
naving controlled it once before and competed in most of the others.

Lubor put in a tremendous amount of work in the planning and produced
some well thought out courses. A number of the original courses were shortened

= 92 = =

after we both realised independently that they were too long. I heard no
criticisms, - there were a few constructive comments but otherwise people
seem to have appreciated the courses and enjoyed themselves.

I did receive reports that some competitors, including M2l, were seen
inside and climbing some of the 'uncrossable' fences. These fences are
marked as uncrossable because either (a) the area is5 private, or (b) the
area is cultivated - often with young trees, or (c) the fence itself is not
strong enough to be climbed. Uncrossable fences mean KEEP OUT. Because of
a similar incident in October, the Bournemouth club may lose the use of a
recently mapped area.

A number of pairs and groups got on to courses other than the
Wayfarers. While it is not desired to dictate, a notice at Registration
clearly stated no pairs or groups on courses A to H or R. People wishing to
compete as a pair must realize that in a Radge event they must be constrained
to a Wayfarers course or alternatively, if they do not feel capable of
competing in their correct age group by themselves, they should try an easier
course, even if it is not their age class, In the same way, two Army
competitors were seen running as a pair. My feeling is that if they do this
they obviously have not had enough experience of this type of event to be
entered in a Championship.
