All entries will be on the day.

Seniors; £7.00 (£2.00 discount for BO members)

Juniors; £3.00

Emit electronic punching will be used. 

Emit Card hire; Seniors £1.00, Juniors free.

Registration/Start/Finish: 

Registration will be adjacent to the car park with the start and finish within 200m.

There will be 1 'punching' start for all colour courses. There may be some queuing on popular courses during peak times.

The string course start and finish will be within 250m of the car park.

Map:

Scale 1:15,000 for all colour courses, size A4. Overprinted courses on waterproof paper.

Loose control descriptions will be available on ordinary paper.

Terrain:

A mixture of open heather, runnable conifer plantation and broadleaved woodland with an under storey of holly in places. 

The courses have been designed to avoid the worst of the summer bracken growth and marshes.

Please note that tree roots present significant tripping hazards on some woodland paths.


Dogs:  

Well behaved/controlled dogs are welcome in the car park and assembly areas. No dogs on the courses please.

Miscellaneous:

Please be courteous to other users. The area is popular with local people for recreation and dog walking.

The area is grazed by ponies and cattle. Please do not stroke or feed the ponies and be aware of animal droppings.

Portable toilets will be situated near the car park.

Ultrasport equipment shop has indicated it will be at the event.

There will be no refreshments at the finish – please bring your own.
